Article 2 To be treated fairly and without 
discrimination. 

We will: 

• be good role models for you. 
• treat you fairly and with respect. 

• help you be free from bullying and 
discrimination. 

• ensure that all children are included in the 
whole curriculum. 

We will: 

• be a good role model for you.  
• support the school in their teaching about 

discrimination, respect and behaviour. 

I will: 

• respect everyone’s differences and treat 
people fairly. 

• tell an adult if I am being treated unfairly 
or don’t feel included. 

 

Article 3 To have your best interests at 
heart. 

We will: 

• always try to do what is best for you. 

We will: 

• make the best decisions about important matters 
such as bed times, use of computers, arriving at 
school on time, being ready for the school day.  

• help you with learning and give encouragement 
and praise. 

I will: 

• listen and try to make the right choices 

•  try my best so that I am ready to learn 
and be the best I can be. 

 

Article 12 To be respected and have your 
ideas and opinions considered. 

We will: 

• provide opportunities for you to be heard and 
to share your views and opinions. 

•  listen to you and take notice. 
• teach you about you about your Rights and 

mutual respect (self-respect,  respect for the 
whole school and the wider community), 
including how they are linked to the United 
Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child. 
(UNCRC) 

We will: 

• listen to you , respect how you feel and value your 
opinions. 

• Share with the school any concerns you have 
which may affect your ability to learn. 

 

I will: 

• share my ideas, opinions and thoughts in 
a respectful way and in return listen to 
and respect the opinions of others. 

• tell an adult if I feel that I am not being 
respected or listened to.

• provide opportunities for you to socialise with 

other children and help you learn to be a good 
friend. 

• Ensure an age appropriate balance between work 
and play.

• be a good friend and include others in the

• enjoy and make the most of any clubs or 
groups that I attend.

• recognise dangers and make the right 
choices. 

Article 24 To be healthy. We will: 

• teach you about making healthy lifestyle 
choices. 

• provide healthy food choices and fresh water, 
keep the school clean and provide 
opportunities for you to be active. 

• encourage you to drink regularly. 

We will: 

• promote a healthy life style. 

• provide a well -balanced healthy diet.
